INTERDISTRICT ATTENDANCE

The Governing Board recognized that students who reside in one districts may close to attend in another district and that such choices are made for a variety of reasons.  The Board desires to communicate with parents/guardians and students regarding what educational programs and services are available and how districts programs and services may be improved.

The Governing Board recognized that current district enrollment corresponds well with district facilities and resources and that the district is capable of serving additional students.  Therefore, the Superintendent or designee may approved interdistrict attendance Agreements which are in the best interest of the student and are consistent with district needs.

The Governing Board recognizes that there is a limitation on numbers of incoming students that can be accommodated by the District in Classrooms designated as Class Size Reduction. Therefore the Superintendent or designee shall not approve incoming interdistrict attendance agreements in grade Kindergarten through Third until the completion of the first attendance period (twenty school days).  After the initial twenty days, these agreements may be approved provided there is sufficient space to accommodate these students.  The only exception to this requirement is for dependent children of currently employed staff members in the District.
Because of the negative impact on district schools, the Board discourages transfers out of the district and shall prohibit such transfer to the extent allowed by law.  The Board will consider requests for transfer out of the district only in situations of extreme need.
