Internal connections 
This project will be for internal connections at Sybil Crookam School.
The project is for a new lab to be setup in room 14 . The new lab will be a Gigabit network of 60 drops. We require all 60 Gigabit drops to be run, a new IDF installed complete with patch panels (fiber and cooper), wire/cable managers, ups, switch for 60 gigabit TX and  2 Gigabit fx ports. Fiber needs to be run through conduit to the MDF Within the same wing. The new fiber connections at the MDF will be needed.

All work shall be done to the following specifications:
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It is the Contractors responsibility to field verify all conditions, including footages with in buildings.

Room has existing 3 channel race way along required walls, one channel will be available for use in this project for running cable, any additional raceway will need to match the existing raceway.

2.2 DROP CABLE WIRING CLOSET HARDWARE

A. All wiring closet data connecting hardware shall be EIA/TIA 568B. 1-2000 compiant and the maximum length of any UTP data drop shall not exceed 100 meters including patch cables and future jumper cables in the classroom.

B. All wiring closet data connecting hardware shall be modular jack panels with RJ45 jacks on the front and 110 style insulation displacement connectors (IDC) for termination of drop cable on the back.

B. All associated connectors, wire management components, patch cords, cable, and all miscellaneous materials required for a compete installation of the system shall be included in the package. All equipment shall be compatible with other equipment existing and new.

3.1 INSTALLATION
A. All wire and cable shall be continuous and splice free for the entire 

                length of run between designated MDF/IDF and station terminal

A. Terminate cable in designated terminal cabinets and/or designated equipment backboards.

B. Provide service loop of cables at all junction and termination cabinets or boxes.

C. Maintain consistent absolute signal polarity at all connectors, patch points and connection points accessible in the system.

D. Land all terminated UTP wires on 110 style modular jack panel and connectors.

F. All equipment and wiring shall be guaranteed against defects in materials and workmanship for a one year period from the startup and beneficial use of the system.

G. Provide complete record drawings showing all equipment, location and cable routing.

3.2 LABELING/TESTING

A. The contactor will label all outlets using permanent/legibly typed or machine engraved labels approved by the District. The labeling information for patch panels located in the MDF/IDFs will include the MDF/IDF number, patch panel number, sequential port number and station number. Outlets shall be labeled to match the corresponding label in the MDF/IDF. All copper/fiber terminations for riser/backbone cables in the IDF(s) shall be labeled with the IDF number, patch panel number and sequential port number. MDF labeling for all copper/fiber terminations for riser/backbone cables will match IDF labeling.

B. All field testing will be done with a Microtest PentaScanner or verified comparable TDR for cable, and Laser Precision (or equivalent) OTDR for fiber cable. Each cable segment shall be verified to pass all specifications for installation and performance as specified by the cable and connectors manufacturers.

C. Final system acceptance will not occur prior of test results in printed format provided by the TDR and OTDR. Contractor will provide documentation to ensure that all fiber and UTP test results are within acceptable tolerances provided by cable and connector manufacturers published standards and performance specifications. For all fiber runs, test documentation submitted will include continuity, attenuation and length of each installed fiber strand. All UTP and fiber cables will be tested from end to end with no more than 0.5b loss per connector.

GENERAL CONDITIONS

PREPARATION OF BIDS

1. Before submitting a bid, each bidder is expected to thoroughly examine the actual conditions (if applicable), specifications, general conditions, and all other related contractual documents. 4. Changes, additions, or any other modifications which are not specifically called for in the bid may cause the bid to be rejected as not being responsive to the Invitation to Bid.

5. All information requested of the bidder shall be entered in the appropriate space on the form. Corrections, if necessary, must be initialed by the person signing the bid, in the margin adjacent to the correction. All bids shall be signed in longhand in ink in all indicated areas. Failure to sign bid documents or initial corrections on bid documents may cause rejection of the bid.

6. Unless otherwise requested by the Winton School District, all items supplied pursuant to this bid shall be new and unused.

2. By submitting a bid, VENDOR warrants that they have made such site examination(s) as they deem necessary on the condition of the site(s), its accessibility for materials, workers, and utilities, and ability to protect existing surface or subsurface improvements.

3. No claim for allowance of time or money will be allowed as to such matters for any other undiscovered conditions on the site(s).

DELIVERY / RISK OF LOSS OR DAMAGE

1. The bidder is required to absorb all delivery costs. The Winton School District shall not be liable for any delivery, storage, demurrage, packing, or freight charges involved in the shipment of the item(s).

2. The Vendor shall be responsible for all transportation, loading, and unloading of materials

or equipment associated with the project.

3. The Vendor agrees to assume all risk of loss or damage until the project is accepted by the 
Winton School District.

TAXES

1. State and local taxes and all other applicable taxes are to be included in bids.

LIABILITIES

1. The Vendor or Vendors shall save, defend, hold harmless, and indemnify the Winton School District against any and all liability, claims, and costs of whatsoever kind and nature for injury to or death of any person or persons, and for loss or damage to any property occurring in connection with or in any way incident to or arising out of the occupancy, use, service, operations, or performance of work or supply of material under the terms of this contract, resulting in whole or in part from the negligent acts or omissions of Vendor, and subcontractor, or any employee, agent, or representative of Vendor or subcontractor.

2. The Vendor or Vendors shall hold the Winton School District, its officers, agents, servants, and employees harmless from liability of any nature or kind, including the use of any copyrighted or un-copyrighted composition, secret process, patented or un-patented invention, articles, or appliances furnished or used under this bid. The Vendor agrees to defend, at his own expense, any and all actions brought against the Winton School District or himself because of unauthorized use of such articles

INSURANCE

1. The vendor agrees to maintain insurance adequate for protection from claims under

Workers Compensatory Acts, and from claims for damages for personal injury, including death and damage to property, which may arise from operations under the contract.

2. The VENDOR shall not allow any Subcontractor, employee or agent to commence work on this contract or any subcontract until the insurance required of the VENDOR, subcontractor, or agent has been obtained.

DEFAULT BY BIDDER

1. In case of default by bidder, the Winton School District may procure the articles or services from other sources and may deduct from any moneys due, or that may thereafter become due to the Vendor, the difference between the price named in the contract or Purchase Order and the actual cost thereof to the Winton School District. Prices paid by the Winton School District shall be considered the prevailing market price at the time such purchase is made.

2. Default by the bidder may be sufficient cause to remove bidder from the approved Vendor list for subsequent bids.

3. Periods of performance may be extended if the facts as to the cause of delay justify such extension in the opinion of the Winton School District.

ATTORNEY FEES / LEGAL FORUM

1. In the event that suit or action is brought by either party in this contract to enforce any of the rights there under, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover such additional sums as the court may adjudge reasonable attorney fees.

2. The parties hereby agree that any legal dispute arising from this agreement shall be settled in the appropriate jurisdiction in Merced County, California.

WARRANTY

1. Warranties for any equipment provided, including warranties prescribed by law, shall

run to Winton School District for a period of one (1) year, after delivery, or such longer period as may be prescribed by law or by additional agreement.

AWARD OF BID

1. The Winton School District will award bids to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder(s). The Winton School District reserves the right to reject any and all bids, or any or all items or alternates or propositions of such bids. The Winton School District reserves the right to award 
bids on the basis of groups, groups of items or entire list of items. The Winton School District reserves the right to accept the bid that is in the best interest of the Winton School District, price and other factors considered. Any contracts entered into for the above- referenced projects, hardware or services will be contingent upon receipt by the Winton School District of written verification that funding for the project will be provided to the fullest extent authorized by the telecommunications Act of 1996 (E-rate). The Winton School District will not reimburse the contractor nor be responsible for any cost or expenses incurred by contractor or any of contractor’s agents if a Notice to Proceed is not issued by the Winton School District. 
2. A Purchase Order/ or written notice of award mailed or otherwise delivered to the vendor shall 
create a binding contract without further action by either party.

COMPLETION OF BID

1. It is understood and agreed that this bid is based upon completion of work no later than 60 days from the “Notice to Proceed”.

OSHA COMPLIANCE / MATERIAL SAFETY DATA SHEETS

1. The article(s) covered in this bid must conform to the safety orders of the Division of

Occupational Safety and Health of the State of California, and the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Act, whichever is more restrictive.

WITHDRAWAL OF BID

1. No bidder may withdraw his or her bid for a period of ninety (90) days after the time set for the submission of bids and the Owner work act to accept or reject the successful bid within that period of time. The bidder may withdraw his or her bid personally or by written request.
INSPECTION / ACCEPTANCE

1. All items provided under this bid shall be subject to inspection and test by the Winton School District. All items must meet or exceed bid specifications, and/or, at a minimum, be merchantable per the definition of the California Commercial Code. Acceptance shall include (as applicable) complete delivery of all components, installation, training, testing, and other requirements of the contract, as verified by the Winton School District.

2. In case any supplies or lots of supplies are defective in material or workmanship or otherwise not in conformity with the requirements of this contract, the Winton School District shall have the right either to reject them or to require their correction. Supplies or lots of supplies which have been rejected or required to be corrected shall be removed, or if permitted or requested by the Winton School District, corrected in place and at the expense of the Vendor promptly after notice, and shall not thereafter be tendered for acceptance unless the former rejection or requirement of correction is disclosed.

3. If the Vendor fails to promptly replace or correct such supplies or lots of supplies, the

Winton School District either (1) may, by contract or otherwise, replace or correct such supplies and charge to the Vendor the cost occasioned the Winton School District thereby; or (2) may terminate this contract for default as provided in the clause of this contract entitled “Default.”

4. Unless the Vendor corrects or replaces such supplies within the delivery schedule, the

Winton School District may require the delivery of such supplies at a reduction in price that is equitable under the circumstances.

5. Except as otherwise provided in this contract, acceptance shall be conclusive except as regards latent defects, fraud, or such gross mistakes as amount to fraud.

WORKING CONDITIONS

1. All work done at Winton School District shall be performed as to minimize administrative and classroom disruption. All work schedules shall be pre approved by the Winton District Office.

In consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein Winton School District and Vendor agree as follows:

1. SCOPE OF WORK: 

 

Supplier agrees to provide the materials, equipment, 

supplies, and/or services as specified in Bid No. 2002-01 for

telecommunications services.

It is understood that said materials, equipment, and/or supplies shall be

delivered within 60 days of receipt by Vendor of the Winton School District’s Purchase Order.

All materials, equipment, and/or supplies provided shall be in accordance

with the contract documents which are incorporated herein and are on

file at Winton School District Office and may be reviewed upon request by interested parties during normal business hours.

2. RIGHT TO TERMINATE:

The Winton School District may terminate this contract at any time

by giving the Supplier at least thirty (30) days written notice of its

intention to do so.

3. CONTRACT DOCUMENTS: 

This Agreement incorporates by reference all contract documents including the Request for Proposal, Bid Form, Specifications, properly executed Non-collusion Affidavit, and all modifications and addenda included as part of the documents.

4. PRICE: 

Winton School District shall pay to Vendor for the performance of the contract, subject to additions and deductions provided therein, the unit price amounts specified in the bid. The Winton School District reserves the right to adjust actual quantities up or down, depending upon actual conditions. Said contract shall be paid in lawful money of the United States.

5. PAYMENTS: 

Winton School District shall remit appropriate payment to Supplier 60 days after the acceptance of the materials, equipment, services, and/or

6. MATERIALS AND WORKMANSHIP:

7. NOTICES:

All communications, notices, and demands of any kind which either party may be required to give to or serve upon the other party shall be made in writing and either delivered personally or sent by first-class mail, postage prepaid, to the address set forth in each party’s name on the signature page 

of this Agreement. Either party may change its address by giving the other party written notice of its new address.

8. ATTORNEYS’ FEES: 

If either party files an action or brings any proceeding against the other arising out of the contract, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover as an element of its costs of suit, not as damages, reasonable attorneys’ fees in such an amount as the court may adjudge reasonable. The “prevailing party” shall be the party who is entitled to recover its costs of suit whether or not suit proceeds to final judgment. A party not entitled to recover costs shall not recover attorney’s fees. No sum for attorneys’ fees shall be counted in calculating the amount of judgment for purposes of determining whether a party is entitled to its costs or attorneys’ fees.

9. SEVERABILITY:
