TRANSPORTATION PROCEDURES / BUS RULES
1. Students will only be allowed off the bus at their designated stop.
When a student needs to go to a different stop for childcare etc., the parents will be required to notify the school office by phone, Note: All notes written by the parent/guardian will
be verified by the school office with a phone call to the parent/guardian.
Kindergarten students not met by a parent/guardian (or emergency contact on file) at the designated stop will be taken back to the school.
In the event of a foggy day schedule there will be a 1 hour delay. Tune your T.V station to Channel 30.
Transportation will not be provided to students that live within % mile walking distance of their school site.
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SCHOOL BUS ACTIVITY / SPORT TRIPS
Al students participating in Activity Trips / Sport trips will return to school on the school bus

RELEASE OF STUDENTS ON ACTIVITY / SPORT TRIPS
The following procedures must be followed to release a student on an Activity / Sport Trip.
Students will only be released to parent/guardian
Parents must submit a release form to school office prior to trip departure.
3. Release form must be given to bus driver prior to trip departure.
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WINTON SCHOOL DISTRICT BUSES ARE EQUIPPED WITH VIDEO CAMERAS FOR
MONITORING STUDENT BEHAVIOR AND ENSURING SAFETY
Remain seated and facing the front of the bus, obey directions from the bus driver. 5. Stand in line quietly and orderly when boarding the bus.
No eating, drinking, or chewing gum on the bus. 6. Glass animals and other dangerous objects are not allowed on the bus.
Keep head, arms and all else inside of the bus. 7. Bus tickets will be issued for failing to comply with these rules. Continued
Do not tamper with bus seats or equipment. Misbehavior will result in loss of bus transportation.

BICYCLES

wear their helmet, may be cited and lose the privilege of parking their bike on campus.

CAFETERIA RULES
Talk quietly at all times. PLAYGROUND/YARD RULES
Stand in line talking softly, facing forward keeping hands and feet to self at all times. Keep hands, feet and objects to self. Use equipment safely.
Go to assigned table. Stay in supervised or designated areas.
Follow traffic safety rules. Walk quietly in the corridors and to the play areas.
Eat their own lunch and eat without playing. Follow directions from any adult who works at the school
Raise their hand if something is needed. and listen to the bells.
Sit at their table until excused by an adult. Don’t use language or gestures that are offensive.
Stop, look and listen when the lights are out. Don’t use intimidating or aggressive behavior, looks or words.
Pick-up all trash and clear tray when excused. 7. Not play or “hang out” in the bathrooms.
