DRESS AND GROOMING

REVISED WINTON MIDDLE SCHOOL DRESS CODE 2009-2010
Pants/Shorts/Skirts

Solid colors allowed – navy blue and gray.

Shorts and Skirts must be at least finger-tip length.

No:  stripes, logos, denim/denim look-alike, rolled pants – legs or waist bands, rubber bands.

No: Excessively tight fitting pants, shorts or skirts

Shirts
Solid colors allowed: navy blue, gray, white.

Styles allowed for outer-most layer: polo, Henley, dress shirt/blouse, T-shirts only with WMS logo/design.

Layered shirts – all visible layers must be approved colors (navy blue, white, gray) and have sleeves.

Outer-most layer must be approved style – polo, Henley, dress shirt/blouse, with sleeve, covering shoulder.

Must have a sleeve hem and sleeve, and cover the shoulders.

All Shirts must be tucked in.

No sleeveless shirts, camisoles, clingy/sheer fabrics.

No: Excessively tight, revealing or low-cut shirts.

Hats

Only hats/visors to be worn on campus are with WMS logo.
Winter season, when deemed cold enough – beanies with WMS logo.

Outside only.

Shoes

Must have back/heel strap.

Laces – white, black, brown, navy blue; must be tied.

No:  red shoe laces, shoes that have preponderance of red (determined by administration), other colored laces.

Socks

No Multi-colored socks.
Belts

Fit belt loop and extend no further than three inches past buckle – navy, black, brown.

No red belts.

Belts and buckles may not have lettering/numbering.

Sweatshirts, Sweaters, Jackets

Solid colors: navy blue, white, gray, or with WMS logo.
No:  logos, prints, denim/denim look-alike, plaid, flannels, hoods worn inside buildings, sports teams.

Sweatshirt/Beanie dates – November 1-March 31; to be extended/reduced when determined by administration to be cold enough.

Hair, Accessories, Glasses, Etc.

Non-distracting hair styles (determined by administration).

Maximum height of spiked hair – two inches.

Prescription glasses.

Sunglasses outside only.

No:  large/excessive jewelry, bandanas, hairnets, body/hair glitter, body art/stickers, distracting/non-natural hair striping/coloring – (determined by administration).

Other Considerations

Sizing/Style – all clothing must fit properly; no oversized/excessively baggy clothing.

Clothing must be modest in style – no over-revealing/sagging clothing.

Hems-All clothing must be hemmed. No cutoffs, frayed pants/shorts.

No rolling of pants – legs or waists.

No use of rubber bands to hold pant legs or shirts.

Brand Names – no gang related brand names (e.g.: K-Swiss).

Colors – no red clothing or accessories of any kind.

Undergarments – no visible bra straps, or other undergarments – including camisoles, sleeveless shirts. No rolling of pants, legs, waists or shirt sleeves.
Consequences:

1St – Warning, call home, must change clothes/correct issue.

2nd – Detention

3rd – Saturday School

4th – 1 Day In-house Suspension

5th – 1 day Suspension

All subsequent – 3 Day Suspension

Dress Code issues should be referred to the office – students with dress code violations will have a separated dress code violation tracking form.

Modified Dress
Shirts/Blouses – all layers must cover shoulder.

No inappropriate content – references to drugs, alcohol, sex, gangs.

Polo/Henley Shirts – may wear stripes/designs.
Shorts/Skirts/Pants – may wear denim; same length/fit requirements.

Colors – variety of color allowed.

No:  red, shades of red (as determined by administration).

Any item that becomes a safety, gang, or defiance related may be changed by WMS administration.

All Dress Code decisions at the discretion of administration.
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
